This year we have implemented a positive behavior system at Pine that teaches and reinforces
common building and classroom expectations with three to five rules in all our public settings.

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Student Achievement at Pine

Student achievement is improving and many of our students are exceeding standard on State
mandated testing, but we still did not meet adequate yearly progress in Math and
English/Language Arts. As a result of not meeting adequate yearly progress in these two areas
we have been designated as a school, “in need of improvement” year 1.

The implication of this designation means we will have to provide additional resources and
opportunities for students who have not met grade level standards in reading, writing and math.

Students who are behind in these areas will be placed in reading and math booster classes in
addition to their already required math and language arts classes. These classes will focus on
early literacy and foundational math skills and will be closely monitored to determine if the
intervention is resulting in improved student performance.

On the positive side many, of our students are exceeding standard and in need of further
enrichment opportunities. With a move to a 7 period day from a 6 period day, students received
additional elective choices. The move from 6 to 7 classes allows us the opportunity to give
students who normally take two all year electives an opportunity for another elective class as
well as room in the master schedule to provide the needed booster classes. Our schedule is not a
perfect schedule and it will take some planning and student organization to keep things running
smoothly this school year.

You can see from this chart those areas that we have received red cells in due to us not meeting AYP targets or
safe harbor in math or language arts. We have three areas in language arts that we met safe harbor areas we will
closely monitor this school year as well as two red cells in math that we will be providing additional resources
and support to students this school year. We will have our work cut out for us this year because achievement
targets are increasing to 65.9 in math and 63.6 in reading.

In the area of math we did not meet AYP in two areas = IEP and LEP students — special
education students and students whose family speak a language other than English. This next
school year our overall passage rate in math will be 65.9 %.

As a result of this data as well as looking at incoming student CRT scores we have added
several periods of math booster to our master schedule to help students who are behind in math.
We have got to close our achievement gaps and get more of our students meeting and exceeding
standard in math.

Our math department has also developed minimum standards that we are requiring students to
meet in math before they progress through the curriculum. Our goal is to make our criteria of
success very clear for every content area.

This year we offer two levels of math in our regular schedule with students being placed based
upon their CRT scores and teacher recommendation. If you have questions concerning this data
please do not hesitate to call us at 689-2550.
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We have some achievement gaps between cohorts in regards to reading. We have looked at all
our students CRT scores in reading as well as STAR reading scores to determine levels of
intervention. We have purchased Read Naturally as the intervention program to target primary
reading and look forward to monitoring student progress to see if the intervention is working.
Students who are reading at a 4™ grade through 6" grade reading level will be placed in Read
180 classes.

This year we assessed all our students the first three weeks of school in reading and math to get a
baseline in terms of where we need to begin instruction. The data is pretty interesting and
certainly creates a challenge for us instructionally. We have a large portion of students doing
very well 75 percentile and above and a large population of students below the 25 percentile. 1
have included the STAR math and reading scores below. We will test our students three times
this year using these measures to see if students are progressing in reading and math.
